DSDI – what for?
Possible solution

• Establishing federated infrastructures for research data offering support and services to generate and 
manage data based on common standards for a specific field of research

• Making infrastructures for open data and research more visible and fostering a culture of data sharing 
in specific research domains



Project genesis
Background

• Cabinet committee’s list of measures for combating racism and right-wing extremism: focus on 
enhancing dedicated research data infrastructures in the domains 

Development

• Initial application and announcement of the project as a consortium project under the BMBF funding 
guidelines in April 2021

• Pre-approval in July 2021 with a (positive) evaluation followed by a six-month exploratory phase 
starting in September 2021 

• Official project start in March 2022 (GESIS) and September 2022 (project partners) 

• Overall project duration: September 1, 2021, to August 31, 2026
Total budget: approximately 1.5 million €

Research data management (RDM) 

• To avoid limitations in later data usage it is advisable to consider data archiving questions early in 
the research process 

• Consultation services, for instance, on data collection itself, quality assurance, or data preparation 
for archiving
